In Japan, a seal (Hanko) is often used instead of a signature. The seal that
you register at the Registers Section of the City Hall is referred to as the
Jitsu-in or official seal. The certificate that certifies your Jitsu-in is
referred to as the Certificate of Seal Registration.

1. Seal Registration Card
(DWhen you register your seal, you will be given a Seal Registration Card.
@8Seal Registration is free of charge. (will be charged for re-registration)
(®Registration of more than one seal by one person is not permitted.

2. Certificate of Seal Registration
(D This certifies that the seal belongs to you and is necessary for buying or
selling a car and other important transactions.
@ Apply for a certificate, with your Seal Registration Card and your
identification card, at the Registers Section of the City Hall or at a
Service Center.

@ There is a fee for the issuance of a Certificate of Seal Registration.

3. Requirements for a Jitsu-in seal
(DThe size of the seal must be equal to or less than 25mm square and equal
to or more than 8mm square.
@8Seals made out of rubber and other easily alterable materials cannot be
registered.
@ The seal must contain the surname or name as registered in the Basic

Resident Register (or a registered popular name)

4. Application for Seal Registration
Apply at the Registers Section of the City Hall or at a Service Center.
